The Organisation of Pharmaceutical
Producers of India (OPPI), which repre-
sents research-based global pharma-
ceutical companies in the country, is
seeking an exclusivity period of 10 years
after market authorisation for pro-
tection of regulatory data of
firstentitieswho have filed
for novel drugs. .

This comes after the
Central Drug Standards
Control Organisation
(CDSCO) sought com-
ments from pharma
industry stakeholders on
rules that require the first appli-
cant to conduct clinical trials and bio-
equivalence studies, while the
subsequent filers could skip the trials
and have an easier path to obtaining
approvals for a product launch.

“The third improvement could bein
the speed at which our clinical trial
applications get processed,” he said.

Another executive said that drug
makers are also talking of better linkage
between the Centre and states.

In India, drugs lose their status as
a “new drug” four years after the
initial grant of a patent by Centre, and
the authority to grant manufacturing
permissions shifts from the central
licensing authority (CLA) to state
licensing authorities.

CDSCO makes licensing
mandatory to procure
medical devices

The Central Drugs Standard Control Organisation
(CDSCO), which regulates medicine and medical
device standards in India, has directed hospitals
across the country to not discriminate against
devices lacking foreign certification, following con-
cerns that many procurement agencies have been
favouring imported products such as high-risk car-
diacimplants,

In a letter issued to state authorities earlier this
week, India’s apex drug regulator said it had received
repeated complaints that procurement agencies,
including hospitals, were insisting on US Food and
Drug Administration (USFDA) or European regula-
tory approval as a prerequisite for bidding,.

This comes after several domestic industry
executives have raised concerns over prioritisation
of foreign-made devices by states and hospitals.

In early 2025, the Gujarat government had
proposed a policy to allow higher prices for US
FDA-approved coronary stents. The order was
later revoked following pushback from domestic
manufacturers.

Welcoming the central regulator’s assertion,
RajivNath, forum coordinator for the Association of
Indian Medical Device Industry (Aimed) said that
the basis of procurements in public health tenders
needs the CDSCO licensing.

“Buyers should not be seeking manufacturers to
have overseas regulatory approvals of USFDA and
CE (European standard),” he added.

Starbucks India: Too
carly to gauge impact
of consumption push

Starbucks India, which continues to
report losses, has not seen any impact of
recent policy measures to spur con-
sumption in its cafe business.

“It’s too early to know the impact of
these measures. There is more spending
power with the consumer, but we don’t
know if those spends will go towards
food and beverages or auto or durables,”
Sushant Dash, chief executive officer
(CEO), TATA Starbucks, told Business
Standard on Friday.

Dash was speaking during the launch
of the coffee chain’s second Reserve
store in India in Gurugram.

“Overall the macro-economic condi-
tions were a little subdued, and we were
impacted by that too,” Dash said about
the consumer sentiment in financial
year 2025, during which the company’s
revenue rose ameagre 5 per cent to31,277
crore, while net loss widened 65 per cent
toX135.7 crore.

“There has not been much change.
We want to focus on the medium and
long terms. We want to see where the
economy is going and where we want to

Indian Copyright Act won’t apply in
dispute with ANI: OpenAl to Delhi HC

ChatGPT parent OpenAl on Friday told
the Delhi High Court that the court hasto
first decide whether the Indian Copy-
right Actwill be applicableinthe ongoing
copyright infringement suit moved by
Asian News International (ANI).

Giving the example of the Getty
Images case in the United Kingdom
(UK), counsel for the Al platform told the
court that Getty Images, being the plain-
tiff, had told the UK court that there was
no evidence that the training and devel-
opment of a Large Language Model
(LLM)took placeinthe UK and that such
aclaim has been abandoned.

“Imakeacopy without permission; it
does not automatically become an
infringing copy. Itisnot made in contra-

vention of the provisions of this Act. We
only access legitimate copies. It crawls
onwebsites freely available. If there is no
infringement under Section 14, I don’t
need to invoke Section 52,” the counsel
for OpenAlsaid.

The counsel pointed out that stealing
from a bookshop can be an offence, but
copyright says that if the use is trans-
formative, thenit is fair. The next date of
hearing is December 12.

The Delhi High Court is hearing the
case moved by ANI Media against
OpenAl, inwhich the former hasalleged
thatits content wasillegally used to train
LLMs and other artificial intelligence
