Macquarie: PSBs
may take a deeper hit
on farm loan waivers

FARM LOAN WAIVERS could
weaken the credit disciplineand
lead to a rise in agricultural
non-performing loans (NPLs),
with public sector banks (PSBs)
likely to be more affected than
private sector peers, a note by
Macquarie Group said.

The note comes after the
Maharashtra government on
Friday announced a farm loan
waiver of up to X2 lakh under
the Punyashlok Ahilyadevi
Holkar Shetkari Karjamafi
Yojana inthe Budget for 2026-
27.Underthe scheme,farmers
with outstanding croploansas
of September 30,2025, will be
eligible for the waiver.

“Farm loan waivers eventu-
ally result in higher NPLs in the
agriculture space as theyvitiate
the credit culture,” Macquarie
analyst Suresh Ganapathy said
in the note. It also highlights
that even borrowers who are
otherwise able to repay loans
may delay payments in antici-
pation of future waivers, creat-
inga moral hazard.

“Wehad seenagri-NPLcom-
ing down over that past several
years and hence this develop-
ment is negative in ourview.”

The impact could be more
pronounced for state-owned
lendersastheir farm-loan port-
folios tend to have a higher
share of vulnerable borrowers.
While all banks are required to
meet priority sector lending
targets —includingagriculture
— PSBs typically have larger
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exposure to rural and farm
lending. For instance, agricul-
tural NPLs at HDFC Bank were
about 3.8% as of FY25, com-
pared with 8.49% for State Bank
of India (SBI), the note said.

Macquarie also pointed to
historical evidences suggest-
ing that farm loan waivers
tend to coincide with a deteri-
oration in asset quality in the
agricultural segment. When
the government of Uttar
Pradesh had announced a
large farm loan waiver in April
2017,agricultural NPLs at SBI
rose from about 6.4% to
around 9.5% within the same
quarter, the note said.

Although partof therisewas
linked to the recognition of
stress following the merger of
associate banks with SBI, the
waiver also contributed to a
weaker repayment behaviour
among borrowers.

Government securities (G-
Secs) are low-risk debt instru-
ments that are issued by the
government and offer fixed
returns and are backed by a
sovereign guarantee.

The securities repur-
chased by the government
were part of the scheduled
bonds set to mature in the
next financial year.
